3. Your transcript:
· If you were enrolled in college or vocational school in 2022 – 2023, include a copy of your 2022-2023 college or vocational school transcript (unofficial) 
· If you were enrolled in high school in 2022 – 2023, include a copy of your 2022-2023 high school transcript (unofficial)
4. If you are receiving financial aid from your college or vocational school, include a copy of your financial aid award letter.
· Most schools send these to you by April 1. If for some reason you do not have it, please note that in your application and we will follow up with you if needed. 
5. If you submitted a FAFSA application, include a copy of the FAFSA Student Aid Report (SAR). The SAR can be reprinted by going to www.fafsa.ed.gov (Do not resubmit your FAFSA application.)
6. If you receive GRASP funding, include a copy of your GRASP scholarship application.

Available Scholarships: 
Pop Smith Scholarship: The Pop Smith Scholarship supports students pursuing a higher-education degree or a certified vocational training program, and also provides scholarships for the Courage to Succeed program. The scholarship was established in 1974 as a way to honor Reverend E. Leon “Pop” Smith, the superintendent of the Virginia Methodist Children’s Home, now UMFS, from 1949 – 1974. Pop Smith was a dedicated child advocate who cared for hundreds of children during his tenure.
Richard P. Leedom Memorial Scholarship: The Richard P. Leedom Memorial Scholarship Fund awards financial scholarships in the amount of $1,250 per semester, or $2,500 per year, to current or former clients of UMFS who are pursuing a higher-education degree or a certified vocational training program, for up to 4 semesters. Applicants must be making suitable progress towards completion of a vocational program or be enrolled in at least three courses at a four-year college or two-year college.  
Carl B. Dickson Scholarship: The Carl B. Dickson Scholarship supports high school graduates who are in the foster care system or living in a single parent home. Carl B. Dickson was born on 9-18-1951 and established this scholarship to provide for the education and welfare of these students. Candidates must be enrolled as a part-time or full-time student in an accredited 2-year or 4-year college or university, community college, trade school or other post-secondary education in the United States.
